Specifically, our intentional interim minister is not, nor will 
he be, a candidate for our permanent senior minister position.

   We were blessed in the year 2009 by the 
faithfulness of all who pledged financial 
support to Central Christian Church.  It is 
through each member and supporter of 
Central Christian Church that we are able to 
meet the church's financial obligations and to 
continue to serve the greater Austin area in 
the name of Jesus Christ. Thank you. 

   We have had requests to count 
expenses you incur on behalf of CCC as a 
part of your pledge.  Even though these 
expenses may qualify as a gift or contribution 
to CCC (if you choose not to be 
reimbursed), there are several reasons that 
make it difficult for us to apply these types of 
contributions to your pledge: 

1. We endeavor to maintain an 
accurate record of all departmental and 
budget line item expenditures in order 
that we can effectively budget our 
current and future expenses.  This is 
especially important at the end of each 
year when we are preparing the 
following year's budget for review and 
approval by the CCC General 
Board. However, if we count such 
expenses as a contribution, 
actual budget report expenses may be 
understated.  

2. Contributions should match our actual 
bank deposits, and counting un-
reimbursed expenses as a contribution, 
creates an out of balance that needs to 
be tracked and noted separately, so it 
creates more work for our (already) 
overworked administrative staff and 
volunteers. 

3. IRS rules are very specific on these 
matters, and our CPA has advised us 
against continuing this practice.  

   Therefore, we will reimburse via check all 
justified and approved expenditures to each 
individual via a formal voucher and 
receipt system.  This procedure has been in 
effect for some time, and a copy of the 
procedure is available outside the church 
office.  We understand that sometimes this 
may not be as convenient as you may like, 
but it is the best method available that 
insures accuracy and consistency of your 
pledge records as referenced against our
